The complainant alleged that a justice of the peace improperly allowed a case to
proceed despite her proper request for summary judgment. After reviewing the allegations,
the commission found no evidence of ethical misconduct on the part of the judge. Based
on the online docket and confirmation with the court, the judge dismissed the case after
conducting a hearing. Even if the case had proceeded, the decision to deny or grant the
motion for summary judgment involves a legal issue that is outside the jurisdiction of the
commission. Accordingly, the complaint is dismissed pursuant to Rules 16(a) and 23.
