ORDER

The complainant alleged that a superior court judge demonstrated bias in her
custody case by failing to follow the law and ruling in favor of the opposing party because
he believes fathers deserve more custody than mothers. After reviewing the complaint, the
supplemental information provided by the complainant, and the court record, the commis-
sion found no evidence of ethical misconduct on the part of the judge. The primary allega-
tions concern the judge’s decisions, which are outside the jurisdiction of the commission.
Accordingly, the complaint is dismissed in its entirety pursuant to Rules 16(a) and 23.
