ORDER 

November 21, 2022 

The Complainant alleged improper rulings, including an unlawful sentence, 
and poor demeanor on the part of a justice of the peace pro tem hearing a criminal 
case.  

The role of the Commission on Judicial Conduct is to impartially determine 
whether a judicial officer has engaged in conduct that violates the Arizona Code of 
Judicial Conduct or Article 6.1 of the Arizona Constitution. There must be clear and 
convincing evidence of such a violation in order for the Commission to take 
disciplinary action against a judicial officer. 

The Commission reviewed all relevant available information and concluded 
there was not clear and convincing evidence of ethical misconduct in this matter on 
the part of the justice of the peace pro tem. The complaint is therefore dismissed 
pursuant to Commission Rules 16(a) and 23(a). Public access and confidentiality as 
to the involvement of the justice of the peace pro tem in this matter shall be 
governed by Commission Rule 9(a)(1).

ORDER

The Complainant alleged improper rulings, including an unlawful sentence, 
and poor demeanor on the part of a justice of the peace hearing a criminal case.  

The role of the Commission on Judicial Conduct is to impartially determine 
whether a judicial officer has engaged in conduct that violates the Arizona Code of 
Judicial Conduct or Article 6.1 of the Arizona Constitution. There must be clear and 
convincing evidence of such a violation in order for the Commission to take 
disciplinary action against a judicial officer. 

The Commission had initiated formal charges against Judge Roberts in a 
separate matter, CJC Case No. 21-265, including allegations of improper demeanor 
and imposition of improper and excessive sentences, similar to the allegations 
raised by the Complainant in this matter. Judge Roberts died on September 30, 
2022, while the formal proceedings and this complaint were pending. At this time, 
there is no purpose in continuation of this complaint. The complaint in this matter 
is therefore dismissed pursuant to Commission Rule 23(a). Pursuant to Commission 
Rule 9(c)(2), the Commission has chosen to make the complaint and dispositional 
order in this matter public as it pertains to Judge Roberts.
