ORDER 

March 21, 2024 

The Complainant alleged a justice of the peace violated the rules of ethics in 
multiple ways in an injunction against harassment case.  

The role of the Commission on Judicial Conduct is to impartially determine 
whether a judicial officer has engaged in conduct that violates the Arizona Code of 
Judicial Conduct or Article 6.1 of the Arizona Constitution. There must be clear and 
convincing evidence of such a violation in order for the Commission to take 
disciplinary action against a judicial officer. 

The judge was fairly new to the bench at the time of the hearing in the 
underlying case. After receiving notice of the complaint, the judge voluntarily 
sought additional training and met with a panel of Commission members to discuss 
the hearing and ways to improve her bench techniques. Thereafter, the Commission 
reviewed all relevant available information and concluded there was not clear and 
convincing evidence of ethical misconduct in this matter. The complaint is therefore 
dismissed pursuant to Commission Rules 16(a) and 23(a).
